Company gave store managers sufficient authority to
make decisions based on local information and
immediate needs.

Walmart's swift and extensive response, including
delivering supplies and reopening stores, was praised for
outperforming government agencies and highlighting the
strengths of private sector disaster relief.

Local authorities came to local Wal-Mart stores for
supplies and in some cases were allowed to use as a
headquarters to operate and sleep from.
